- Select livestock owner: Click on the magnifying glass . behind the livestock owner to open
the company filter. Select the livestock owner directly from the list of hits by double-clicking or
search for him entering the VVVO number or the name, click on Zshow| and then select the
livestock owner by double-clicking.

- Further filter options: Date, document number, animal branch, etc.

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All fields are explained in more detail below. Fields marked with * are mandatory:

*Veterinarian: If there are several contact persons for your veterinary practice, you can select
the veterinarian in the drop-down menu next to the field "Veterinarian". This information is crucial
for the traceability of prescriptions within the practice.

- Attention! An active entry of text is not possible in all drop-down menus, only the deposited
data can be selected.

Veterinary-BNR (HIT): The HIT Number (Veterinary-BNR) is automatically filled from the data
stored for the alias or the practice (if no BNR is available for the individual veterinarian) under
"Manage alias". This information is only required for transmission to the HIT database.

- Attention! The HIT-TAM database is the federal antibiotics database in Germany. A report to
the HIT-TAM database is therefore only possible and obligatory for German companies.

*Document number: Enter the document number of the veterinary drug record in the field
"Document number" to ensure the assignment of the database entry to the veterinary drug record
of the practice.

*Date of delivery: The current date is preset as the date of delivery. You can change the date in
the drop-down menu next to the field "Delivery date". A date that lies in the future cannot be
specified. Enter the date in the following form: MM.DD.YYYYY.

*Livestock owner: Click on the magnifying glass . behind the livestock owner to open the
company filter. Select the livestock owner directly from the list of hits by double-clicking or search
for him entering the VVVO number or the name, click on e and then select the livestock
owner by double-clicking.

*Production site and herd identification: If production sites and herd identifications are
available for the selected company (mandatory for poultry farming companies), you can select the
production site and herd using the drop-down menus behind the fields.

- Attention! The selection of a production site is mandatory for the creation of a veterinary
drug record for poultry farming companies.

*Livestock species: The livestock species is deposited by selecting the company. You can select
the animal group (e.g. fattening pigs) via the drop-down menu in the field next to the livestock
species.

*Number of animals: Enter the number of animals treated here.

Indication: In the field "Indication" you can select the diseased organ system.

Diagnosis details: You can enter diagnosis details as user-defined text in this field.

*Drug: Select the applied or delivered drug from the list in the drop-down menu. Scroll through
the menu and click on the drug, open the drop-down menu, enter the initial letter of the drug and
click on the drug or use sacn| . You have the following filter options: "All drugs with long-term
effect (LO)", "All so called critical antibiotics (CA)" or according to the name of the drug. You can
also limit your search to your drug-portfolio (country-specific). Confirm your selection with 7 Show

- Attention! If you cannot find the desired drug, please contact qualitype GmbH
(service@qualitype.de) or QS (antibiotikamonitoring@q-s.de).

Package-ID: After selecting the drug, the corresponding package-IDs are suggested
automatically. Please note that entering a package-ID is only possible and necessary for German
drugs and if records are to be transmitted to the HIT-TAM database.

*Amount: In the first field next to "Amount", enter the amount of drug applied or delivered.
Enter only the number (e.g. 100) in this field and select the unit (e.g. ml, g or kg) in the drop-
down menu of the next field. Note: When selecting the unit “piece”, please always enter the
amount of the smallest container (e.g. 1 piece is an udder injector, not a bucket of udder
injectors).

- Via Package | you can enter further information about the drug (e.g. the batch). The
approval number can also be selected here. Use the entry of the approval number to ensure
that, for example, if you have several neomycin sulphate drugs, you select the drug you have
actually applied or delivered. Finish your entry with Finish

Dosage: The dosage is expressed as the amount per animal per day. Enter only a number in this
field; the unit corresponds to the unit selected for the amount. For example, if you have entered
1000 g as the amount, you also enter the dose in g per animal per day.

Form of treatment: You can select the form of treatment in the drop-down menu.

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- Withdrawal period: The withdrawal period in days can be entered as a number for eatable
tissue and the product, respectively.
- *Treatment: There are two fields for the treatment:

- 1stinput field "Day (date)": Here you enter the date of the first treatment; but only if it
differs from the delivery date. If the treatment date and the delivery date are identical, leave
this field empty.

- *2nd input field "Duration with days of effect": Here you enter the treatment duration in days
including the days of effect. Please enter only a number in this field, no letters.

Example 1:

A drug is used once a day for three consecutive days, so the duration including days of effect
is three days.

Example 2:
A drug is used two times every 48 hours, so the duration including days of effect is four days.

- Usage duration: This field gives you the opportunity to enter the number of days on which the
animals will be treated (excluding days of effect). This information is required if you wish the
record to be transmitted to the HIT-TAM database.

- Treatment instructions for the animal owner: In this field you can enter treatment
instructions for the livestock owner as free text.

- Create further drug for this herd: By selecting this function, you can enter another drug for
the same herd or company - without having to select it again. Select the field before
clicking Finish .

- Create this drug for other herd: You can also enter the same drug for another herd - without
having to enter all the data again.

e Finish your entries with Fnish . If entries are missing or fields have been completed
incorrectly, the window remains open and you receive information about missing or incorrect entries.
If all fields are filled in correctly, the window closes and the entry is automatically transferred to the
database. You will return to the "Show veterinary drug record" page, which gives you an overview of
the last entries.

Note: A list of which data is to be transmitted in which form when reporting veterinary drug records via
csv file or interface from the practice program can be found in the document Antibiotics monitoring data
key. It also lists which animal groups can be reported for which QS production type.

- You can also mark multiple veterinary drug records below each other by holding “shift” on your
keyboard and marking the first and last record of the desired row with a mouse click.

Duplicates

e To display record duplicates, tick "Mark duplicates" in the filter function and then click
on [wvswow| . All duplicates will be identified and colored (yellow). This might take a moment.
